	Overview
	
The 2 year JDFCT/EYD programme gives you satisfactory completion of DFT and DCT1 following one successful recruitment process.

The role will equip you with a skillset that would not ordinarily be gained from just DFT.

The rotations are carried out in 3 x 8 month blocks.

Examples of what you expect to see and do (vary from Trust to Trust):

General Practice: Routine and stabilisation NHS dentistry, e.g., examinations, OHI, periodontal treatment, extractions, endodontics with and without rotary files, full and partial dentures, crowns, veneers and bridgework. Treatment of children, including placement of stainless teel crowns is also an expectation of this rotation.

Community/Special Care: Routine treatment under sedation (there will be a more senior colleague who performs the sedation), urgent care provision, treatment of patients with complex and additional needs. Occasional domiciliary visits may occur (Trust dependent).

Oral Surgery/Urgent Care: Emergency care that consists of suturing lacerations, taking biopsies, shadowing consultants on their rounds and assisting in theatre. Carrying out MOS lists may also be a possibility.

DFT study days are weekly and cover a wide range of topics. DCT study days are monthly are cover a vast range of topics.
You will be expected to complete fully the Early Years portfolio across the 2 years and will be assessed at FRCP at the end of the 2 years.

Travel for study days are reimbursed. Travel to and from your practice, community and hospital placement are not. It is advantageous that you have use of a car to travel across the county.
