	Overview
	This is a 24-month Training Programme that encompasses a full year of dental foundation and dental core training. Certificates for each will be awarded on completion.  

Year 1 
A weekly rotation between general Dental Services (Foundation training) and Secondary Care (Dental Core Training).  In the Core week, you will start by shadowing more experienced dentists in the first three months, progressing to supervised work. You will attend clinics and theatres on rotation, with exposure to Oral and Maxillo-facial surgery, Head and neck cancer surgery, Dento-alveolar surgery, outpatient clinics, Restorative dental surgery and Orthodontics/ Orthognathic clinics.

Year 2
The above programme continues with increasingly independent work and the ability to manage trauma and emergency patients.

There is no overnight on call commitment.

Comments from previous Joint Dental Foundation Core Trainees:

“Staying in one place for two years means you feel likely more settled where you live, settled into each setting, and settled into the post. The skills you learn you can take into both settings and I have definitely found that great. The trainee that is also on the scheme, whilst you never are in the same place at the same time, is a great support.  You may need a car as both settings are in different locations ... initially you have to settle into two places but this pays off in the long-term!”
