	Overview
	This is a 24-month Training Programme that encompasses a full year of dental foundation and dental core training. Certificates for each will be awarded on completion.  

A weekly rotation between General Dental Services (Foundation training) and the Royal Berkshire Hospital (Dental Core Training).  

You will be exposed to a variety of dental specialties in the secondary care setting including minor oral surgery, orthodontics and maxilla-facial surgery.  There is no on-call commitment.  

Comments from previous Joint Dental Foundation Core Trainees:

“Staying in one place for two years means you feel likely more settled where you live, settled into each setting, and settled into the post. The skills you learn you can take into both settings and I have definitely found that great. The trainee that is also on the scheme, whilst you never are in the same place at the same time, is a great support....You may need a car as both settings are in different locations ... initially you have to settle into two places but this pays off in the long-term!”




Foundation dentists are paid according to the nationally agreed salary in each of the three UK countries involved in this nationally coordinated recruitment process:

· For England and Wales the exact figure appears in the Statements of Financial Entitlement published periodically by the Departments of Health for England and Wales. For Northern Ireland this is published in the Statement of Dental Remuneration (SDR).
· Please note that the figure published and applicable at the date of application may not be the same as that in force at the time of starting in post. 
· Year 1 – 37.5 hrs per week and foundation dental salary.  Year 2 – 37.5 hrs per week and DCT 1 salary.
