	The JDFCT scheme is a longitudinal programme in which you will complete Dental Foundation Training and Dental Core Training year 1 concurrently over 24 months. 
The JDFCT scheme is run by a Training Programme Director (TPD) who is an experienced educator with extensive knowledge of Dental Foundation Training and a TPD based in your Dental Core Training unit. They will support you, together with your Educational Supervisors (ES), in the transition from undergraduate to independent professional. 
You will attend a thorough and varied study day programme with a mix of face-to-face and virtual learning opportunities. You will also have the opportunity to get involved in voluntary community projects across Yorkshire and the Humber.
